DIVINE OATH was rated in the opening stages taking up a position off the second flight along the rail racing into the backstretch, continued under patient
handling into the second bend, saved ground to upper stretch, was urged to split rivals nearing midstretch and continued with a solid closing response to
wrest command inside the pacesetter in late stages, prevailing in time under firm handling. OUR CHANNEL gained a forward placing outside a rival stalking
that foe's pace racing to the backstretch, continued with a steady bid to gain the advantage racing into upper stretch, held sway to late stages but couldn't
quite fend off the winner. HIGHBALL broke awkwardly losing position to the field, settled out of striking distance for a half, steadily gathered momentum
while switching out five wide racing into upper stretch and continued willingly in that path to the end to earn a share. SCHOOLOFHARDROCKS was guided
to the rail tracking just off the leaders under light rating in the opening half, shifted out racing into upper stretch to bid three deep between foes and
continued willingly between foes while missing for a share. AFORTABLE settled off the second flight outside foes racing to the backstretch, shifted out four
wide racing into upper stretch to make some brief progress but finished evenly late. BIG TOM PRADO was settled last racing to the far turn, swung out six
wide entering the stretch and gained some position while making no real impression. GIACALLURE settled between foes racing well out of striking distance
early, was steadied a bit racing three deep between foes leaving the midway point of the far turn when briefly caught in close quarters and had no closing
response. HESINFRONT tracked off the first flight outside a rival in the opening half, shifted out three deep on the far turn while being prompted to advance
but had no closing bid. GHOSTLY WONDER was urged to the lead while angling to the rail, set the pace on a narrow margin racing into the far turn and
gave way once headed nearing upper stretch. CHIEF BARKER (IRE) settled into stride off the inside early, was pulled up entering the backstretch and was
vanned off the course.
